Steps to follow when requesting a driveway entrance:

1. Mark area you would like driveway entrance with flags or markers.
2. Fill out Tile Request
3. Fax, e-mail or take tile request to the Maury County Highway Department.
4. A Maury County Highway Supervisor will take the written request and inspect the marked area.
5. Supervisor will make note of size of tile needed for the entrance.
6. You will be notified of the suggested size needed at the entrance.
7. It is your responsibility to purchase the suggested sized galvanized tile and have it delivered to location.
8.  Once tile is delivered to the site; notify the Maury County Highway Department, 931-375-6202, telling them the tile is on site.
9. The project will be set up for installation.                     

There is no charge for the installation of tile or the cover material used on the project.  You will be responsible for any further work done to continue the length of your entrance or driveway.

When applying for a building permit, Building and Zoning Department will request an inspection of your entrance by the Maury County Highway Department for approval before your permit can be issued.
 
If you choose to install your tile without an inspection from the Highway Department, the Department is no way responsible to maintain or repair your entrance connecting to the County Road.
