RESOLUTION APPROVING COUNTY ROAD CONSTRUCTION
STANDARDS AND PROCEDURES

	WHEREAS, the County Commission and Road Superintendent intend to hereby establish construction standards procedures for all roads construction standards and procedures for all roads constructed by private persons proposed to be dedicated to Maury County for its maintenance as county roads, and the Road Superintendent has recommended the following standards and procedures; and
	WHEREAS, the County Commission finds that public interest requires these standards and procedures to be effective immediately, and a moratorium shall be in effect prohibiting the acceptance or dedication of any road not constructed in compliance with these standards and procedures after the passage of this resolution.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Maury County Legislative Body That:

	SECTION 1.   No construction on a road within the provisions of this Resolution shall be stated without a permit from the County Road Superintendent.   To qualify for such a permit, the landowner or developer proposing such road shall present the County Road Superintendent with plans drawn by a licensed engineer with the design and general construction of the road including but not limited to a profile of the proposed road, a complete drainage plan, and size of all sideline culverts and cross drains using concrete pipe with headwalls back filled 100% with crushed stone, compacted, and with riprap when needed at all road crossings.  Ditches having three to one slope using riprap where it is needed and all ditches are to be sodded or seeded.  Complete plans of any bridges, guardrails, storm drains, and extruded concrete curbs and gutters when necessary.  The plans shall be presented in a form specified by the County Road Superintendent and approved by the full County Commission prior to beginning construction.
	SECTION  2.   It shall be the duty and responsibility of the County Road Superintendent to inspect such road at all stages of its construction and report to the full County Commission the progress.

	SECTION  3.   The minimum standards for construction of all roads to be dedicated to Maury County shall be as follows:
(a)   On all such roads, the base shall be eight inches (8”) of pug mix with thirty (30’) foot minimum width paved surface plus a three (3’) foot shoulder on each side.  All roadways shall have a minimum of a four-inch crown as to allow for proper drainage.  The base is to be composed of eight inches (8”) of compacted pug mix in two four-inch (4”) layers; each four-inch (4”) layer to be compacted.  This base mixture shall be compacted to a density of not less than ninety-five percent (95%) of the minimum theoretical density.  Full thirty-foot (30’) width of roadway shall be primed (.30 per square yard) using three inches (3”) of B-modified mix rolled and compacted,  shoulders must be double sealed and chipped with No. 7 stone after each application.  When construction is ninety-five percent (95%) complete, BM binder is to have an application of tack (.10 per square yard) applied before completing the surface with two-inches (2”) of CW mix.  Four lines of painted pavement markings, as needed, will complete the project.  All materials used on roadway project shall meet state specification.

(b.)  All water and gas lines, sewer and other utilities must be installed before the base of such road is laid.

SECTION  4.   After completion and acceptance of such road, no permanent type building, barn or other type permanent structure may be built nearer than fifty-feet (50’) from the centerline of the accepted road.  A fifty-foot (50) right of way shall be given to the county.
SECTION  5.  The dedication of any road not conforming to the standards of this act will not be accepted for maintenance by Maury County and a moratorium on acceptance of such roads not meeting these standards is imposed.

SECTION  6.  These standards and procedures do not apply to roads constructed by the Maury County Highway Department or to roads governed by subdivision regulations.
